Selfie sticks

A selfie stick is a term for a small camera arm that is used to support a mobile device or a
camera to take a selfie photograph from a distance. This allows for shots to be taken at angles and
distances that would not have been possible with the human arm by itself. The sticks can typically
change their length, with a handle on one end and an adjustable clamp on the other end to hold
the device in place. They are most commonly used for taking selfies with camera phones. Some
are connected to a smart phone via its jack plug, while others will need Bluetooth controls. The
connection between the device and the selfie stick lets the user decide when to take the picture or
start recording a video by clicking a button located on the handle. Models designed for compact
cameras have a mirror behind the view screen so that the shot can be lined up.

You may say that a monopod does the same. However, it is not true. In contrast to a monopod
for stabilizing a camera on the ground, a selfie stick’s arm is thicker and stronger at the opposite
end from the camera in order to provide a better grip and balance when held aloft. Extended
forms of selfie sticks can hold laptop computers to take selfies from a webcam.

You may be surprised to find out that selfie sticks actually have a long history. Homemade
selfie sticks could date back as early as 1925. A photo from that year shows a man taking a
photograph of himself and his wife, with the aid of a long pole which is pointed towards the
camera and out of frame. Amateur box cameras of the period would not have been able to capture
a self-portrait in focus when held at an arm’s length, requiring photographers to use remote
shutter devices such as cables or sticks. A device which has been likened to the selfie stick
appeared in the 1969 Czechoslovak sci-fi film | Killed Einstein, Gentlemen. One character from
the movie holds a silver stick in front of herself and another character, smiles at the end of the
stick as it produces a camera flash, and immediately unfurls a printed photograph of the pair from
the stick’s handle. People’s attitude to selfie sticks has been changing over time. When selfie
sticks first appeared, people went crazy over them and sales of selfie sticks were incredibly high.
Still, in 1995 selfie sticks were proclaimed as a totally useless invention, but they still gained the
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global popularity in the 21% century. There is a large variety of selfie sticks available on the
market, and more and more variations of selfie sticks appear every year.

The selfie stick was listed in Time magazine’s 25 best inventions of 2014, while the New York
Post named the selfie stick the most controversial gift of 2014. At the end of December 2014,
Bloomberg News noted that selfie sticks had ruled the 2014 holiday season as the must-have gift
of the year.

Despite being a rather convenient thing for an enthusiastic traveller, selfie sticks receive quite
a lot of criticism. To start with, they have caused several accidents as people concentrate too
much on them. That is why many major entertainment parks all over the world, including
Disneyland, have banned using selfie sticks on their territories. One more point is that selfie
sticks are associated with narcissism and self-absorption of the contemporary society.

Layers of Social Class

Taken together, income, occupation, and education are good measures of people’s social
standing. Using a layered model of stratification, most sociologists describe the class system in
the United States as divided into several classes: upper, upper middle, lower middle, and lower
class. The different classes are arrayed along a continuum with those with the most money,
education, and prestige at the top and those with the least at the bottom.

In the United States, the upper class owns the major share of corporate and personal wealth; it
includes those who have held wealth for generations as well as those who have recently become
rich. Only a very small proportion of people actually constitute the upper class, but they control
vast amounts of wealth and power in the United States. Those in this class exercise enormous
control throughout society. Some wealthy individuals can wield as much power as entire nations.

Despite social myths to the contrary, the best predictor of future wealth is the family into
which you are born. Each year, the business magazine Forbes publishes a list of the 400
wealthiest families and individuals in the country. Of all the wealth represented on the Forbes
400 list, most is inherited, although since the 1990s, there has been some increase in the number
of people on the list with self-created wealth. Those in the upper class with newly required wealth
are known as the nouveau riche. Luxury vehicles, high-priced real estate, and exclusive vacations
may mark the lifestyle of the newly rich. However, although they may have vast amounts of
money, they are often not accepted into “old rich” circles.

The upper middle class includes those with high income and high social prestige. They tend to
be well-educated professionals or business executives. Their earnings can be quite high indeed —
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successful business executives can earn millions of dollars a year. It is difficult to estimate how
many people fall into this group because of the difficulty of drawing lines between the upper,
upper middle, and middle classes. Indeed, the upper middle class is often thought as “middle
class” because their lifestyle sets the standard to which many aspire, but this lifestyle is actually
unattainable by most.

The middle class is hard to define, in part because being “middle class” is more than just
economic position. A very large portion of Americans identify themselves as middle class even
though they vary widely in lifestyle and in resources at their disposal. But the idea that the United
States is an open-class system leads many to think that the majority have a middle-class lifestyle;
thus, the middle class becomes the ubiquitous norm even though many who call themselves
middle class have a tenuous hold on this class position.

The lower middle class includes workers in the skilled trades and low-income bureaucratic
workers, many of whom may actually define themselves as middle class. Also known as the
working class, this class includes blue-collar workers (those in skilled trades who do manual
labor) and many service workers, such as secretaries, hair stylists, food servers, police, and
firefighters. Medium to low income, education, and occupation prestige define the lower middle
class relative to the class groups above it. The term lower in the class designation refers to the
relative position of the group in the stratification system, but it has a pejorative sound to many
people, especially to people who are members of this class, many of whom think of themselves as
middle class.

The lower class is composed primarily of the displaced and poor. People in this class have
little formal education and are often unemployed or working in minimum-wage jobs. People of
color and women make up a disproportionate part of this class. The poor include the working
poor — those who work at least 27 hours a week but whose wages fall below the federal poverty
level. Six percent of all working people now lived below the poverty line. The concept of the
underclass has been added to the lower class. The underclass includes those who are likely to be
permanently unemployed and without means of economic support. Rejected from the economic
system, those in the underclass may become dependent on public assistance or illegal activities.

Script

Antibiotic drugs have revolutionized medicine and made our modern way of life possible. In
addition to their essential role in the clinic, antibiotics are used in a huge array of non-medical
applications, from promoting livestock growth, to preserving building materials from
contamination, to treating blight in orchards. However, overuse threatens their efficiency due to
the promotion and spread of antibiotic resistant bacteria.

Antibiotics target and inhibit essential cellular processes, retarding growth and causing cell
death. However, if bacteria are exposed to drugs below the dose required to kill all bacteria in a
population (the minimum bactericidal concentration or MBC), they can mutate and resist
antibiotic treatment via natural selection for resistance-conferring mutations. These genetic
mutations can arise from the adoption of a plasmid encoding a resistance gene or by mutation to
the bacterial chromosome itself.

The concern around the increasing prevalence of drug resistant bacteria is compounded by the
fact that the discovery of new antibiotics is a fleetlng rare event. Most classes of antibiotics on the
market were discovered in the mid-to-late 20" century. Thus, there is a limited arsenal of drugs to
fight resistant bacteria, and bacteria can be resistant to multiple drugs at a time.

Given the importance of antibiotics to modern medicine, and the growing apprehension
surrounding the threat of resistance, scientists are studying every aspect of antibiotic resistance.
