Pauline’s hobby of customizing trainers by decorating them with Swarovski crystals
has grown into a fashion phenomenon.

‘I also e-mailed lots of magazines to see if they wanted to feature my shoes, and a
lot of them did,” Pauline adds. Also, as she is a bit celebrity-obsessed, she found a website
called Contact Any Celebrity, chose a few well-known people in Los Angeles, found out

their shoe sizes and designed them each a pair of trainers. ‘(4) [ was amazing.’

As the orders continued to flood in, Pauline decided to put her business on a more
formal footing.

Script

Interviewer: And now for something entirely different. I have got Felicity Campbell
here in the studio today. She is one of the first people to move into Bed ZED, an eco-
friendly housing development in South London. Welcome to the program, Felicity.

Felicity: Thank you.

Interviewer: So, please tell us something about the place WHERE YOU LIVE.
When did you move into Bed ZED, and how do you like living there?

Felicity: I moved in in April 2002, just after the building was finished. I love living
there. | had always wanted to have a more ‘green’ lifestyle. Now I can live without feeling
guilty about polluting the environment.

Interviewer: Can you tell us something about the history of Bed ZED?

Felicity: Oh, yes. Bed ZED was designed by the architect Bill Dunster, for a joint
venture between the Peabody Trust and Bio Regional, which is an environmental charity
organization. Their goal was to create a self-contained living center which used no energy
and produced no carbon emission. All the energy used in Bed ZED is generated by solar
panels on the roofs of the buildings.

Interviewer: Solar panels?

Felicity: Yes. Sunlight is turned into electricity by these solar panels. It is wonderful
— there are no electricity bills to pay, as the houses are so well-insulated that they only use
40% of the power that conventional houses use.

Interviewer: So, even in the British climate it is possible to generate enough solar
power to provide light and heat for... how many houses are there?

Felicity: Enough light and heat is generated for 82 homes. They range from one-
bedroom flats to 4-bedroom houses. Mine is a 3-bedroom house, which I bought for
170000 pounds back in 2002. They are now selling for 270000 pounds — quite a good in-
vestment.

Interviewer: Indeed. What kind of people live there?

Felicity: All kinds. Because the development was built by a charity organization,
some of the houses are reserved for local key workers, such as teachers and nurses. Some
are leased at a low price to people on social security. Others who live there are young pro-
fessionals who work from home. Instead of back gardens, Bed ZED has shared work-
stations where computers are shared by all the residents. The gardens are on the roofs!

Interviewer: I’d love to see this place.

Felicity: Well, you can. There are tours every Wednesday and Friday, but don’t
bring your car. There is nowhere to park.

Interviewer: Where do you park your car?

Felicity: I haven’t got one. Electric cars are used by most of the residents but I go
everywhere on my bicycle or by public transport. Cars do so much damage to the envi-
ronment. [ feel great about not having one. And besides, we have a shop, a nursery and a
café inside the development. You never need to leave!

Interviewer: Do you think that the success of Bed ZED will mean that more projects
of this kind will be built in future?

Felicity: A similar project is already planned. There is a waiting list for houses —
everybody wants to live there. Perhaps property developers will realize that there is a huge
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market for eco-friendly accommodation, and start to build this kind of property.
Interviewer: Well, thank you for talking to us, Felicity. How are you getting home?
Felicity: On the train! It’s been a pleasure!
